Bill Mousoulis' deliberately abrasive A Nocturne, which premiered last night, is as minimally plotted as his other work, and as concerned with solitary obsessives - even if this time round most of them are vampires. As usual with Mousoulis, the ever-present threat of banality is a main theme.  A visiting Frenchwoman tells her bloodsucking proteges they've reached a dead end, and a tour-de-force montage sequence suggests the real horrors are to be found in daylight: the pedestrians crossing the street in unison are literally controlled by machines.
